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We will start the term by revisiting place value, and
remembering our 1s, 10s, 100s, and 1000s columns.
We will work on developing our fluency and using more
efficient written methods for addition and subtraction of
three and four-digit numbers.

In the second part of the term we’ll extend our
knowledge of times-tables and develop written methods

for multiplication and division.

S0t Reading, writing, phonics and SPaG
WW continues to be taught daily. Reading
lessons will focus on reading fluency, speed and
accuracy as well as skills to further develop
comprehension. This will be further supported through
our Clever Writer teaching sequences, which focus on
developing writing skills. Daily SPaG lessons will feed
directly into our writing. Modelled and shared writing
lessons lead to the children having the opportunity to
plan, draft, edit and improve their writing.
