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Our morning maths begins at 8:45 each day. The
children will complete ten questions involving addition,
subtraction and multiplication that are designed to
develop arithmetic and mathematical fluency skills.
Our Maths lessons this term begin with a focus on
revisiting place value - thinking about how many tens
and ones make up a number. This will be followed by a
unit on addition and subtraction. Our final focus this
term will be recognising and classifying shapes.
