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We will start the term with a unit on ratio. This will be followed by a unit on algebra and decimals.
In the second half of the term, our focus will be fractions, decimals, and percentages followed by a unit on area, perimeter, and volume. We will then end the term by looking at statistics. 
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How does using power affect climate change?
This will be our key question for this term which all our learning will be linked to. We will need to apply our prior learning, analyse sources and complete our own research.

The children will explore key scripture, talk openly as well as being able to think critically and creatively.
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The History unit gives the children the historical skills of inference, extracting information from sources, evaluating historical figures and the opportunity, like historians, to decide their criteria for significance. In Geography they explore global population, birthrate and migration and explore human and physical processes.



Reading, writing and spelling continues to be taught daily. Reading workshops will focus on reading fluency, speed and accuracy as well as skills to further develop comprehension. The books we will focus our writing around are “The Highwayman” and “Princess’ Blankets.” Modelled and shared writing lessons lead to the children having the opportunity to plan, draft, edit and improve their writing.

Weekly homework is set in their revision books. Children are also expected to access spelling shed, WWN, spag.com and TTRS. Reading daily is also a requirement with their reading record signed.

In Science, our focus of study is on Living things and Evolution and Inheritance. The children will use their knowledge to classify and give the name of the group and one additional characteristic. They will                         also learn about variation, adaption                             and carryout many investigations.
