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The children will explore Multiplication and Division. This will be followed by a unit on Fractions. For the second half of the term, our focus will be on Decimals, Percentages, Perimeter and Area and Statistics.


Influence and Change



Why do oceans 
matter? 
The key question above will be our focus in Geography for this term and to which all our learning will be linked. We will need to apply our prior learning, analyse sources and complete our own research.


 We are applying the new RE curriculum, which for this term covers Branch 3: Galilee to Jerusalem.
In this branch, pupils will explore the ‘new law’ given by Jesus, his summary of the law of Moses, and the transfiguration of the Jesus, where the disciples Peter, James and John see him accompanied by Elijah, the greatest of the prophets and Moses, the giver of the Law. Pupils will also look at how Jesus shows the love of neighbour in action through one of his parables and the Our Father as the perfect prayer and summary of the whole gospel.
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Reading and writing continues to be taught daily.  Reading lessons will focus on reading fluency, speed and accuracy as well as skills to further develop comprehension. Writing will be taught through our “I am a Clever Writer” scheme. The books we will focus our writing on are “The Dam” and “The Storm Whale.”  Modelled and shared writing lessons lead to the children having the opportunity to plan, draft, edit and improve their writing.
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The history focus in the second half of the term will be based on the Tudors. What was life like in Tudor Times?
This key question will be the focus for our learning.
