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Focussing on Multiplication and Division, the children will apply it to daily situations and reasoning problems. Children will build their knowledge of Fractions and Decimal Numbers.
Through our focus on Measurements unit, childrenwill learn about and practising measuring Length and Perimeter. 
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Community: Exploring the idea that community is an essential and enjoyable part of life for people of every age and faith.
Giving and Receiving: Being thoughtful for life, for people and gifts. This is a vital part of our relationships with one another, and when praise and appreciation are experienced, we are able to relate on a deeper level.
Self-discipline: Uniting ourselves with Christ in order to grow, through the practices of prayer, fasting and almsgiving.  
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In Geography, the children will learn about rivers: their place in the water cycle, the name and location of major rivers and how they are used.
In History, children will investigate the changes in children’s lives through time. They will explore work in more detail, learning about a day in the life of a working child and the significance of Lord Shaftesbury.
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      developed through a range of learning opportunities during our daily Reading Workshops. Immersive Reading sessions will focus on the text: Arthur and the Golden Rope and will allow the children to engage with the story, explore themes and issues and develop creative responses.
Clever Writer lessons focus on the development of skills (ingredients) required to write. Writing checklists are used daily so that children practise, apply and embed skills that are taught.

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The children will explore how different materials can be shaped and joined and learn techniques used by artists before creating their own sculptures.

All children will bring home a reading book each week. If your child is following our Little Wandle Phonics programme they will bring home a fully decodable Big Cat book.  If your child has successfully completed the programme they will be reading books from our Oxford Reading Tree scheme before moving to our selection of Free Readers.  
All children will also bring home a free choice book from our School Library to share and read with your help.
