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We will start the term focusing on multiplication and division to consolidate our understanding and become more fluent. We will then explore Measurement, focusing on Length and Perimeter before we learn more about Number and Fractions! We will also begin to look at Mass and Capacity. Please encourage your child to regularly access their TT Rock Stars account. This will create a solid foundation of their times table knowledge.


 Judaism: we will learn about the features of a Synagogue and what is special to Jewish people.
Journeys: We will explore a journey throughout the year before learning about the Christian family’s journey with Jesus through the Church’s year. 
Listening and Sharing: We will explore how being thoughtful for life, for people and for gifts is a vital part of our relationships with one another. 
Giving and Caring: We will learn about ways in which life, especially family life or life in school, is full of opportunities for self - giving. 
THE EMPIRE
Over the course of the term, the children will look at the Roman Empire. They will become historians exploring the impact of the Roman Empire on the world. We will investigate how the Roman’s invaded and settled in Britain and how the Celts reacted to this. 
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This term’s focus is the Romans. During History lessons, we will look at what life was like during the time of the Roman Empire and the impact that it had. In Geography, we will then focus on different types of land use and settlements. 
[image: ]We will continue to focus on Reading, Writing and Phonics each day. Reading lessons will focus on reading fluency, speed and accuracy as well as skills to further develop comprehension skills. We will look at new skills in writing such as using direct speech, similes, other verbs for said and using apostrophes. Children will be given many opportunities to plan, draft, edit and improve their writing for various purposes, such as persuasive writing, narrative writing and information texts.
