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[image: ]Year 2 Curriculum Newsletter: Spring Term[image: Maths – Page 2 – Wickersley St Alban's CE Primary]Children should be able to recognise coins based on their real-life experience, as well as earlier learning in Year 1. They will use their knowledge from place value and addition and subtraction to find the total value of a set of coins, with all answers being less than £1. Children make the connection between repeated addition and multiplication and explore equal and unequal groups, so that they are able to identify equal groups for multiplication. Children will calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division within the multiplication tables and write them using the multiplication (×), division (÷) and equals (=) signs.
Wonderful world



Our focus this term will be all about the world we live in! We will be learning more about the continents and oceans and the differing habitats within them. We will find out about important events that changed the lives of everyone around the world.


 Year two are now using the RE scheme which focuses on four areas – Hear, Believe, Live and Celebrate. Each focus begins with children hearing the scripture then learning about the Catholic belief and teaching related to it. Then children will understand how Catholics respond to the scripture and belief in their daily lives, including how they can live it out themselves. Finally, children can express their wonder and awe and learn to pray, praise and celebrate their faith. The Units for this term are Prophecy and Promise and Galilee to Jerusalem.
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Humanities
History will be about discovering the important events surrounding the history of flight. They will explain how a significant event has changed the lives of others and ask questions about people and events in the past, using primary sources. In Geography lessons we will be answering the question – Why is our world Wonderful?

Reading lessons will
focus on segmenting and blending, reading fluency and accuracy as well as skills to further develop comprehension. Modelled and shared writing lessons lead to the children retelling stories, writing diaries, recounts and letters.
