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Our topic this term is called Discovering the World. We will be finding out about the U.K and our local area. 
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We will continue each morning to develop the children’s arithmetic skills through a set of questions consolidating skills already taught.

This half term, we will be looking at Number and Place Value within 20 and then to 50! Within this topic we will focus upon both Addition and Subtraction. There will also be an opportunity for the children to explore Length, Height, Mass and Volume. 
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This term’s focus is Weather in the U.K. Learning will  include using maps to learn about the countries within the UK and how the weather changes through the seasons. In History, we will be looking at toys in the past and present.
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Phonics and Reading skills will continue to be developed through a range of learning opportunities during our daily Reading Workshops. Immersive Reading sessions will focus on texts and will allow the children to engage with the story, explore themes and issues and develop creative responses. Clever Writer lessons focus on the development of skills (ingredients) required to write. Writing checklists are used daily so that children practise, apply and embed skills that are taught.
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Art lessons will be focus on the work of Jasper
Johns and his use of colour and colour mixing.
In DT, we will be making puppets in a variety of ways using different materials. Music lessons will be developing our singing voices.
